Fund raising idea from Zionsville, as described by Lion Leigh Ann Akard 
 

Dish & Donation Dinner 
 
The main idea is that everyone pitches in the food for a dinner....and then participants anonymously put money in a 
donation jar for the project you are collecting for. The money donated is whatever that individual would've spent for 
a night on "fun" (whatever that fun might be...maybe McDs or Ruth Chrisôé. hair or nail appt....golf or tennis or 
bowling.....but since it's anonymous it's whatever can comfortably be given). Usually you have someone step up to 
bring the "meat" (something like pulled pork or sloppy-joes, or whatever is "easy"), side dishes, plates, cups, 
napkins, etc so that everything is covered. Basically, it is really a well organized pitch-in dinner. 
 
And the other "idea" to this is that members would also bring a friend (maybe some interested in joining Lions...or in 
our case other times just a neighbor or family member who had an interest in our "mission" that night).....it's a 
GREAT feel good night when you share laughs and good food...and then top off the night with blessing someone 
else....it's a total win-win).  
 
We've done these Dish & Donation Dinners before to pay for field trips for kiddos that couldn't afford them, coats for 
kids, pay for dinner at a section 8 housing facility, VIP Christmas, toys at Christmas and so forth.... And every time it 
is amazing what we can accomplish. At our most recent Dish and Donation Dinner we raised over $1400 in one 
evening for the Leo Club at the Indiana School for the Blind. They will use the money to fund the projects and 
missions within their club. 

Shamrock Leos from St. Malachy's School (sponsored by 
the Brownsburg Club) collected food at Kroger and Marsh 
in Brownsburg.  Collectively, several hundred pounds of 
food were collected and donated to area food banks.
