    Miracle Bus Committee Report  
            November 13, 2010  

 
Miracle Bus is now starting to pick up steam after many delays and technical issues.  
 

Scottie Miller at D&S Classics in Greencastle is finishing the body and paint work now. This has 
been a bigger project that Scottie had ex pected, and has stretched his facility. Scottie will shoot 
pictures of the bus as it is now, along with a more detailed report on the technical issues later 
this week. 

 
The equipment loadout for the bus is now finalized. Thanks go to Lion Steve Firestone OD for 
his help in selecting equipment. Dr. Firestone has been an eyeglass mission veteran, and is in 
private practice in Lafayette. Main equipment will be:  

 
- Speedy - K Autorefractor, for acuity and other tests  
- Color Blindness test book 
- Plusoptix pediatric autocamera 

- IPod Touch with Hearing Test by Hurryforward Ltd.  
- Zeiss Matrix Visual Field Tester with FDT for glaucoma 

 
This equipment set is substantially reduced from the original, but promis es to provide more 
accurate results and easier operation. Recent studies have shown the autorefractor is the key 

instrument in screenings, catching more problems more of the time.  
 
As soon as equipment is received from Star Optical, we will announce training dates and times 
on a Zone level. We intend to have equipment in time for District Convention and basic training 

at that time.  
 
Thanks to a $3500 challenge grant from the Lafayette LC, we are over halfway to the $7000 we 
need for the autorefractor. The Plusoptix camera is being provided by the Indiana Lions Eye and 

Tissue Transplant Bank. Thanks, Eye Bank!! In the meantime, we continue to raise funds to get 
the project operational!

On Saturday, February 12, one of our Lions, Bob Hrdy, held a 
"surprise" birthday party for his faithful Leader Dog, Alex.  The main 
purpose of this was to raise awareness of "Choroideremia" and funding 
for research.  This is the disease which caused Bob to lose his sight. 
Only about 7,000 males in the United States have CHMðitôs a very 
rare disorder.  
 
Choroideremia (CHM) is a rare inherited disorder that causes 
progressive loss of vision due to degeneration of the choroid and retina 
and it occurs almost exclusively in males. The first symptom, most 
commonly noticed in childhood, is night blindness. As the disease 
progresses, there is loss of vision, frequently starting as an irregular 
ring that gradually expands both in toward central vision and out 
toward the extreme periphery. Loss of acuity, depth perception, color 
perception and an increase in the severity of night blindness may also 
occur during this progression. Progression of the disease continues 
throughout the individualôs life.
