The visibility of your projects will help to attract the new members 
we need and keep our organization strong.  
 Published by the U.S. Government, the “Volunteering in America, 2010” fact sheet 
indicates one of the fastest growing groups of individuals who volunteer is women ages 45-
54. Also individuals who are married and those who work full time have contributed to the 
largest increase in volunteering since 2003. Minorities were also among those with rising 
rates of volunteerism. In 2009, 1.6 million more people served than in 2008, with a total of 
63.4 million volunteers contributed 8.1 billion hours of service. The top four service activities 
were: fund-raising (26.6%), collecting and distributing food (23.5%), general labor and 
transportation (20.5%) and tutoring or teaching (19%). Where people volunteered included; 
religious (36%), educational (27%), social services (14%), health (8%), other (7%), civic (5%) 
and sports/arts (3%). Factors that influence higher rates of volunteering were a higher level 
of education, lower poverty rates, high percentage of home ownership and a robust non-
profit infrastructure. Based on these statistics and that Indiana ranked 19 th in volunteerism, 
Lion membership should be able to grow.  

We serve people around the world on a daily basis. Lions of  
District 25C cover 14 counties in Indiana. What we need to do is to  
publicize our work, provide a service the community needs and ask  
people to help by becoming a Lion. Lions clubs already contribute a  
lot. It’s great to be a Lion, pass it on.
