)| Spotlight on State Projects

Indiana School for the Blind and Visually Impaired

Established in 1847, The Indiana School for the Blind and Visually Impaired (ISBVI) is
accredited by state and national certifying organizations. The School, which has an
enrollment of approximately 175 students, offers pre-school through high school
programs, free of charge on a residential or day school basis, to the young people of
Indiana who are blind and visually impaired.

The School provides students with instruction in the same coursework required of all
school-aged children in Indiana. Specialized classes include orientation and mobility,
adaptive physical education, independent living skills, vocational education, music
instruction, Braille and specially adapted computer technology. Also available are
experiences and opportunities to participate in recreational activities, on and off campus
jobs, band, chorus, piano, Leo Club, scouting, creative dance, and ham radio as well as
involvement in competitive speech, track and field, wrestling, cheerleading and
swimming. The ISBVI also has an Outreach Program that works with another 1,000
students in their own community schools.

In 2007, at the Indiana Lions State Convention the Lions voted to create the State’s fifth
State Project — the Indiana Lions for the Indiana School for the Blind and Visually
Impaired Incorporated.

An event held each year at the Indiana School for the
Blind and Visually Impaired and hosted by our newest
state project, the Indiana Lions for the ISBVI.

This is one of those rare Lions occasions where we are
doing a service project (providing community service hours
to high school students) and earning money to fund some
of our Lions activities at the ISBVI. And, we have a lot of
fun!

This is named a “trike race” because it's a race of teams on adult-sized tricycles. If
nothing else, you should come to our event and enjoy watching big people riding around
a circle 8 (almost) track on tricycles!
