The Lions Cancer Control Fund of Indiana, Inc., the first permanent state project in
Indiana's Multiple District 25 was established in 1946, an accomplishment of PDG
Walter Shirley. Efforts of this state project focus on cancer treatment, research and
education.

During the last 63 years this state project has completed 33 major projects and
numerous other projects of a lesser nature. For decades the Lions of Indiana
through the Cancer Control Fund have kept the Indiana University School of
Medicine, Department of Radiation at the forefront of world-class cancer care.

Throughout the state of Indiana, the Lions Cancer Control Fund also champions an
extraordinary educational effort of creating awareness and the importance of early
diagnosis. It also funds educational grants for radiation oncology residents and
radiation therapy students.

In 1999, Lion Dottie Flack was hired to work with patients undergoing cancer
treatments. She also coordinates patient referrals, attends consultations with
patients, conducts tours, coordinates the efforts of the Cancer Control trustees and
travels the state of Indiana giving programs and educating Lions. If you know
