There are 7 levels of membership available to Lions. 
However, no matter how many levels of membership exist, we 
need members. Because if we donôt get people to join, 
membership status has little meaning. You may want to consult 
this list for retention ideas but be sure to consult the By-Laws 
before offering a member an alternative to active membership.  
  

Active: These are the members we associate with the most. They are active in 
the club, attend meetings, pay their dues and can run for club officer positions. They 
enjoy full membership privileges and obligations of a Lions club. 
 Member at Large: A member who, for legitimate reasons, cannot attend regular 
club meetings. They pay dues assessed by the club that includes district and 
international dues. They cannot hold any office and donôt have voting privileges.  
  Honorary: A member of the community who performed outstanding service for 
the club but is not a member. The club pays the district and international dues for this 
member. They have none of the privileges of a regular member. 
 Privileged: A member for at least 15 years who must give up active 
membership. They may pay dues including district and international dues. They may 
vote and have all the other privileges of a member except they cannot hold an office. 
 Life Member: Any member with at least 20 years continuous outstanding service 
or 15 years of continuous outstanding service and at least 70 years of age or a member 
who has a critical illness. Certain recommendations and approvals plus a $500 fee to 
the international are required. No further dues would need to be paid. 
 Associate Member: A member of another club but is a resident or works in the 
community of this club. They are not reported as a member on the MMR but do have 
voting previleges. They cannot hold office or be a delegate for the club. Dues are not 
required but can be assessed as the club deems appropriate. 
 Affiliate: A quality member of the community who is not able to be a full member 
but desires to support the club in its efforts. They vote on club matters at meetings 
where they are present. They cannot hold office or be a delegate. They pay district and 
international dues and other dues if assessed by the club.
